Crakehall lost by 67 runs
Crakehall’s interest in this season’s cup competitions ended in disappointing fashion at the hands of first division Kirkby Malzeard on Monday evening.
With Kirkby electing to bat first, they set about the Crakehall bowlers in a similar brutal fashion as three weeks previously when the two sides met, amassing a daunting total of 173-2 from their 20 overs. None of the Crakehall bowlers were able to make any significant inroads into the Kirkby batting line-up, but the experience of bowling to a higher calibre of player can only be a good thing for the younger members of Crakehall’s pace attack.
Pickles was the pick of the Malzeard batting with a hard hitting 90, and while Taylor, Bishop, Haslam and Colin and Daniel Poole all toiled hard, they rarely troubled the Kirkby batting line-up, which has been scoring runs in the first division this season.

In reply, Crakehall got off to a difficult start with skipper, Joe Lincoln and his fellow opener Adam Ward both going cheaply. Luke Haslam briefly got Crakehall going, playing some positive strokes for his 58, but with the run rate creeping up all the time, the Crakehall batsmen had no option but to throw the bat, and unfortunately on this occasion it did not come off for any of them. Other than a late flurry from Steve Thompson-Roberts, none of the other Crakehall batsmen were able offer any real resistance to the Kirkby bowlers, and Crakehall fell well short of the necessary target, all out for 106.

Crakehall will be keen to get back to winning ways in their two league campaigns, where they continue to make good progress at the right end of both tables. They did not perform as well as the first time the two teams met – but there is still plenty to build on as we look forward to Wednesday’s top of the table clash against Leyburn in the evening league.
