 LISTNUM   APOLOGIES:  Mr S Irwin (work commitments)
 LISTNUM   MINUTES:
Minutes of the previous meeting had been circulated to each Councillor. They were approved by the Councillors and signed by the Chairman.

 LISTNUM   MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MEETING:
4i.
There were no comments on the draft maps of common land in respect of rights of way.
4v.
A letter received from Mr Woodford (North Yorkshire County Council Highways Department) stated  that consultation with the district Council would be necessary to determine suitable materials for the surfacing of Blind Lane. This could prove costly, but the Council agreed to ask Mr Woodford to pursue the matter.

It was confirmed that the £250 quoted by Mr Woodford was for two signs at Kirkbridge. The Clerk would write to confirm the order and mention the need for a destination sign at Hackforth.

The additional name for the War Memorial would be placed on the back of the plinth. This work was in hand.
4)    CORRESPONDENCE:
Letters had been received from the following:

i. From Mr J Walker to inform the Council that the W. I seat had now been repaired and the new doors on the Notice Board in Little Crakehall hung. The Chairman thanked Councillor Walker for the work he had carried out to repair these items.
ii. From Mr J Walker expressing his wish to seek re-election to the Council as a co-opted member.

iii. Bedale C.I.P. Steering Group -  minutes of the latest meeting. The Clerk highlighted the reference to Youth Activities, which might be of some benefit to the Parish.
iv. Hambleton District Council - notification that the plans for the extension to Bridge House, Crakehall had been approved.  
v. Mr Reed concerning proposed cabins at the Water Mill.
vi. Mrs T Hepworth of the Parochial Church Council requesting permission for St Gregory’s Church to hold its Annual May Fair on the Village Green on Monday 5th May. This was agreed though Councillors wished it to be stressed that two months’ notice should have been given.

6)  PARISH HEALTH  AND SAFETY POLICY. 

Councillor Walker was still in the process on producing this. 
7)  VILLAGE PLAN – UPDATE: 

Councillor Buck reported that the meetings arranged with the young people of the Parish had not been well attended. Ideas proposed included the Youth Club and the need for land on which bikes and quad-bikes could be ridden.  It was agreed, that the current situation be communicated to Parishioners via the next newsletter as a final attempt to stimulate interest for issues raised by the Parish questionnaire, but which do not appear to be meeting with the support required to bring them to fruition.

The Clerk asked for any suggestions of other items for the next newsletter and she stated that an update of the Neighbourhood Watch would be included.

8) HAMBLTEON WIDE LOCAL PLAN UPDATE:

Councillors had had an opportunity to read the document and it was agreed that Mr Walker would produce photocopies of the questionnaire for Councillors to complete and return to the Clerk by 28th April. This would allow her time to co-ordinate the replies and return a final questionnaire to the district Council.
9)  APPLICATIONS FOR HEADSTONE INSCRIPTION FOR MRS SMITH:

             Councillors agreed that the proposed wording was acceptable.
10)  VILLAGE GREEN EASEMENT FEE:   
Councillors agreed, that a figure for the easement fee for permanent vehicular access to property across the Village Green could be agreed, if a property valuation was obtained from an Estate Agent, who was a chartered surveyor.
11) ANY OTHER BUSINESS:

Counillor Lillystone expressed his disappointment at what he felt was inadequate publicity of the local elections on the part of the District Council. This had led him to being on holiday and failing to submit a nomination form on time.


Councillor Lillystone also reported that despite his efforts to clean the bus shelter in Little Crakehall, it was still being used by some individuals as a public toilet. The Chairman thanked Mr Lillystone for his work and it was agreed that with general vigilance it might be possible to identify the culprits.


The deadline for letters from Parishioners seeking co-option to the one vacant seat on the 
Council was to be 15th May. Such letters were to be sent the Clerk.

As this was the final meeting of the current Council, the Chairman expressed his thanks to the retiring Councillors for their service and support during the past four years.
