 LISTNUM   MINUTES:

Minutes of the previous meeting had been circulated to each Councillor. They were approved by the Councillors and signed by the Chairman.

 LISTNUM   MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MEETING:

Councillor Walker was not in attendance to report back to the Council on the damaged seat.

There had still not been any further communication regarding the tree guard for the Jubilee Oak, but the Clerk had ordered the plaque. She would make further enquiries about the guard.
4)    CORRESPONDENCE:

Letters had been received from the following:

i. From Hambleton District Council concerning 

a) an anticipated leaflet and questionnaire from the County Council on establishing a regional assembly, which required a reply by 14th February. This had not been received. The Council did voice a unanimous concern that rural councils might well suffer if linked to urban ones , should such an assembly come into being.
b) notification that the application for the siting of two static caravans at Crakehall Watermill had been withdrawn.
c) notification that any nominees for the appointment of Parish Council representative to the Standards Committee might not choose to stand at the next elections or alternatively might not be re-elected. The Council agreed to support the re-election of Mrs Swainston should she agree to stand and should she be re-elected.

d) confirmation of the fact that the Parish Precept for the coming year will be £5500.

e) notification of the date for the next District/Parish Councils’ Liaison meeting as 7pm on Wednesday 2nd April. Councillors Buck and Dent expressed their willingness to attend.

f)  notification that the plans for alterations and extension to Meadowcroft, Langthorne had been approved.

g) notification that the plans for alterations to the existing agricultural building at New Village Farm, Crakehall for use as a holiday unit had been approved.

ii. From DEFRA concerning the details of the new Licensing Bill. This was placed in the circulation folder for Councillors to read at leisure as were details of the Village of the Year competition.

iii. From N. Y. C. C. Highways Department confirming the quote made for the possible kerbing of part of the Village Green.
iv. From Yorkshire Rural Community Council with information concerning A Vital Villages Training event to be held at Middleham Key Centre on 12th March from 1pm to 4.30pm. Councillors agreed that the workshop on involving young people was relevant to the implementation of the Village Plan and Councillor Buck agreed to attend. The event would be mentioned to the group interested in developing facilities for the young people of the village and a place be offered to them. Otherwise the Clerk would attend.
v. From North Yorkshire Police inviting a representative from the Parish Council to attend the closure of Bedale Police Station. The closing date for replies had past.

vi. A request from Miss K Wilson supported by Messrs Spence and Potter that the Parish Council support an application to the N.Y.C.C. Highways Department to surface Blind Lane with tarmac. This has become necessary since work carried out to date is only effective for a limited period. Councillors agreed to support this request and the Clerk would write to Mr Woodford.

Councillors reviewed the Council’s assets and agreed to leave the figures as they were.

Councillors were given copies of advice concerning the carrying out of a financial risk assessment. The Council would carry out the formal assessment at the next meeting, after Councillors had had an opportunity to view the suggestions.
6)  PLANNING:
Approval was given to the following proposals: 

a)  Construction of a Detached Bungalow and Garage, Hillcrest, Hackforth Road, Little Crakehall.

b)  Alterations and extension to existing storage building for use as a holiday unit and tea room, Crakehall Water Mill
c)  First floor extension to Bridge House, Crakehall

d)  Variations to Conditions 7 & 8 to permit the formation of a new vehicular access in connection with approved alterations and extension to existing disused agricultural buildings for use as a dwelling, Town End Farm, Langthorne.

Councillors could not readily approve the application for the construction of an agricultural building for storage purposes, New Village Farm, Crakehall, since the plans did not give clear information as to where the building was situated with regard to the holiday unit, which had recently been granted retrospective planning permission.

7)  PARISH HEALTH  AND SAFETY POLICY. 

             Councillor Walker was not in attendance to comment.

8)  VILLAGE PLAN – FINANCES AND UPDATE: 


The Clerk reported on the finances for the Village Plan, which had been accepted by the Countryside     Agency, who had paid the second part of the grant.

Councillor Buck reported on the meeting between himself, the Clerk and Mr A Steer, Chairman of the Village Hall Committee. This was a very positive meeting and hopefully would lead to the formation of the Youth Club and the provision of some storage facilities for its equipment.


Copies of the Newsletter would be issued in the near future with proposed dates for a meeting of those interested in      the construction of the Playground (13th March) and a meeting for the youth of the Parish to ascertain their needs and wishes. 

Mr L Mason had agreed to continue as Neighbourhood Watch Co-ordinator and the scheme in Crakehall would hopefully be re-established soon.

10)  YORKSHIRE AND THE HUMBER COUNTY TRAINING PARTNERSHIP:
