 LISTNUM   MINUTES:

Minutes of the previous meeting had been circulated to each Councillor. Councillor Lillystone pointed out that Item 8 should read ' the boundary of Burtree Farm'. The minutes were amended and then approved by the Councillors and signed by the Chairman.

At this point an additional item was added to the agenda as Councillors discussed a query regarding an area of the access road to the Police House and Firby House. Conflicting details of ownership appeared in the deeds of the two houses. The Council agreed to assume ownership of the area in question, since it had already included this in the tarmacking, which took place a few years previously. Mr Martin then left the meeting.

 LISTNUM   MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MEETING:

The Chairman thanked Councillors Dent and Irwin as well and Robert and Mrs Wilson  for helping to bring down the Christmas lights.   

5a
The Clerk explained that the cheque for work on the stiles had not yet been paid to Mr Tunstil, as Mrs Shepherd (N.Y.C.C.) had requested some alterations to the work done. 

5b         A quote of £850 had been received from N.Y.C.C. Highways Department for the Parish Council's contribution to the kerbing of the section of the Village Green from the A684 to the Hall entrance. This prompted discussion as to whether the kerbing was necessary on what is essentially part of the countryside, though Councillors were aware of their responsibility to protect the Village Green. It was agreed to defer the decision until later in the year, when it would be apparent as to whether the currently damaged edges would have repaired themselves. 

8 Councillors had not yet looked at the seat on the Green, which was in need of repair. Councillor Walker volunteered to do this.

No further communication had been received regarding the tree guard for the Jubilee Oak, but the Clerk had received a quote for the plaque. Councillors agreed to proceed with a request for one to be made in gunmetal at a cost of £75. Once these items were purchased it would become apparent how much of the Jubilee funds would remain to offset the cost of the Christmas Lights. 

4)    CORRESPONDENCE:

A large number of letters had been received since the agenda was published. They were as follows:

a) giving approval to the change of use of existing agricultural land to domestic use at the Old Barn,     Crakehall and to the extension to the existing bungalow at Hillcrest, Little Crakehall

c) inviting members of the public to speak at its Development Control Committee meetings - information received too late for a response 

d) notification of the need for a nomination for the Parish Councils' representative on the Standards Committee. Councillors agreed that they would support the re-election of Mrs Linda Swainston if she was prepared to stand again 

7) e)  notification of the proposed modifications to the revised deposit draft of the waste Local Plan on the availability of the Biodiversity Action Plan (printed copies - £33+, CD ROM version £1.60)

ii. From The Information Commissioner confirming the acceptance of the Parish Model Publication Scheme for the Freedom of Information

iii. From N. Y. C. C. 

a) an invitation to be involved in the budget setting process through drop-in sessions 

iv. notification of the next meeting of the County Committee for Hambleton on Monday 20th January at 5pm in County Hall, Northallerton

v. From Yorkshire Rural Community Council with information concerning the availability of funding for undertaking a transport survey. Councillors agreed to consult with Newton-le-Willows Council, who had previously shown a willingness to undertake this on behalf of the surrounding parishes.

vi. From Revolt advising the Council on the latest developments regarding the erection of electricity pylons in North Yorkshire

vii. The Friends of Crakehall School requesting permission to hold a Duck Race on the beck on Sunday 6th April between 3 and 4 p.m. and also the Summer School Fayre provisionally on Sunday 29th June. Councillors granted permission for both events and congratulated the Friends on their very prompt application

8) FINANCE:

Approval was also given to transfer £1000 from the Deposit to the Current Account, should the cash flow require it.

9) PLANNING:

Approval was given to the following proposals: 

Alterations and Ground Floor Extension at Meadowcroft, Station Road, Crakehall and the construction of an agricultural poultry unit at High Mill Farm, Little Crakehall. Councillor Walker declared an interest in both applications and Councillor Wilson declared an interest in the second application and left the meeting, at which point the Vice-Chairman temporarily took over the chair.

Councillors agreed that they did not wish to see approval given to the siting of two static caravans at Crakehall WaterMill. Councillor Walker stated that there was not enough detail provided on which to make a judgement and abstained from voting, as did Councillor Dent. Councillors Irwin pointed out that the proposal contravened a great number of District Council Planning Policies as laid down in the Hambleton District Wide Local Plan. 

10) PARISH HEALTH  AND SAFETY POLICY. 
             Councillor Walker apologised for not having completed this and would look into it before the next meeting.

11) VILLAGE PLAN - UPDATE: 

  The Clerk reported that copies of the Plan would be distributed in the very near future and would give Parishioners the opportunity to offer their services in the implementation of it. Further meetings would be necessary to develop a programme of implementation. One concern that had been identified to date, which would hinder the implementation of the Plan, was the apparent lack of storage space in the Village Hall for Youth Club equipment. There also appeared to be difficulty in communication between those who had intended running the Youth Club and the Village Hall Management Committee. Councillor Buck volunteered to liaise with the Chairman of the Management Committee in an attempt to resolve the problem.

  A draft copy of the Hambleton Strategic Partnership had been received and would be circulated for comments by the next meeting. Many aspects of the Parish's own Plan would be related to this.

12) VILLAGE GREEN - RIGHT OF VEHICULAR ACCESS:

Councillors agreed to notify the residents accessing/ egressing their properties across the Village Green or Common Land of recent legislation. This is to be communicated by way of the notice boards and the website 

· New Government regulations have enabled residents accessing/egressing their properties across Village Greens or Common Land to seek a permanent agreement from the landowner for right of access to their property over such land.

· If residents already hold documentation proving this right the new regulations do not apply to them 

· There is no obligation on the part of the resident or the landowner to undertake this, though there are clearly benefits in doing so.

· A fee for the easement would be paid to the landowner.
