PRE MEETING ITEMS 
1. Mr. Langford reported that the grassed area in Little Crakehall near the notice board was badly worn due to car parking. Since this area is not Village Green or Common Land, no solution could be seen.
2. Mr. Lillystone commented that the work carried out at Primrose Hill was of a good standard.
3. Mr. Lillystone asked if it were known who had placed the wreath on the bridge, and why. No answer was forthcoming.

4. The Clerk reported that a temporary repair had been made to the railings along the beck in Little Crakehall. It was noted that there is a need for repair work generally and the Clerk was asked to contact the Highways Department.

1) APOLOGIES:  Apologies were received from Councillor Irwin (business commitments), and accepted.
2) MINUTES:
Minutes of the September meeting had been circulated to each Councillor. They were approved by the Councillors and signed by the Chairman.
3) MATTERS ARISING FROM THE  PREVIOUS MEETING:
1.
The Clerk reported that the tree surgeon had been asked to carry out the necessary work to make the trees on the Village Green safe. The work was expected to start soon.
2.  
Mrs O’Neil reported that the hut in the Batts playground was supported on four concrete piles but could be moved if that was considered advisable.

3.
The notice board in Little Crakehall had been examined by Mr Smith and the Clerk with a view to repair, but was considered to be in need of major reconstruction. To this end Mr Smith had removed it. Consideration was given to its future position. It was considered that the Village Hall grounds were the best place and the Clerk was to raise this at the next Management Committee meeting.
5.
The Chairman thanked Messrs Irwin, Starkey and O’Neil for their assistance in the setting up of the lights.

6.
It was reported that the basketball post had been removed to the Chairman’s workshop and would be repaired in due course.

7.
The Clerk offered his apologies to Councillor Starkey for not being able to attend the Youth Club as invited and was told that the invitation remained open.

8.
Councillor Smith reported that the new footpath notice-board would be sited as soon as the most recent map was available. The Clerk was asked to check on this.

9.
Councillor Smith reported that the stile at the Mill was being discussed and the only remaining action was for the site owners to see the actual gate before agreeing to the change.

4)  CORRESPONDENCE;

Letters or e-mails had been received on the following:
1. The Clerk had been approached by the Education Department with a view to the Discovery Bus visiting Crakehall to give two taster sessions in computer understanding. Further courses would be organised if there was a demand. The venues could be the Village Hall and the Village Green. Concerns were expressed as to the use of the Village Green. The Clerk was asked to make the necessary arrangements.
2. From Hambleton District Council Lighting Department to seek the Council’s comments on possible increased lighting in Langthorne, as requested by a resident. The Council did not consider the extra lighting necessary and the Clerk was asked to respond accordingly.

3. From Hambleton District Council for nominations for a Parish Council representative to the Standards Committee. There were no nominations made.
4. From NYCC Highways Department to state that they did not know of any need to monitor the bridges at Kirkbridge for erosion. This is despite the Richmond Office spending a considerable sum some four years age to protect the new bridge. They have however now added the bridges to their list.

5. From YLCA to inform Councils that in future the age limit for Councillors is to be lowered to 18.
6. From YLCA to highlight the effects of Post Office closures on village life and stressing the value of  Post Offices in keeping communities alive.
7. From Hambleton Rural Housing a request to publicise the need for land to be used in the development of low cost housing.

PLANNING  
a) Mr Butler of 15 Ashdown Close had applied to make an extension to the existing dwelling. There were no objections raised.
b) Mr Richardson of Kirkbridge Farm had applied to construct a new livestock building to replace an old existing one. Councillors did not raise any objections to the new building but did express concerns regarding the leakage of contaminants into the beck and also regarding heavy vehicles using the narrow country lane.
7)  PRUNING OF THE TREES ON THE VILLAGE GREEN
This matter had already been considered as part of ‘Matters Arising’.
8)  PARISH COUNCIL APPOINTMENTS
a) 
After discussion regarding the need for a nominated person to cut the grass around the Village on a regular basis, Mr S Shields was proposed by Councillor Smith and seconded by the Chairman. This was agreed unanimously. It was also noted that Mr Paul Kelly had volunteered to assist in the cutting of the Batts area, after some training, and this also was agreed. The Clerk was asked to speak to Mr Jarvis regarding the Cricket Club use of the tractor and its future garaging.
b)  
The Clerk stated that due to personal circumstances it was not possible for him to continue in office. He stated that he would remain until after the AGM and election, so as to be able to complete the accounts and give time for a replacement to be found. Councillor Buck volunteered to look into the process of recruitment.
9)  ANY OTHER BUSINESS 
a)  Councillor Starkey spoke regarding the safety of the railings along the Beck from the bridge and the Clerk was asked to contact the Highways Department.
b)
Councillor O’Neil asked for suggestions for a subject for the newsletter profile. Barry Reed was suggested and she agreed to speak to him. Councillor Starkey agreed to write an article about the Youth Club.
c)
Councillor Smith asked about the paddock topper grass cutter, which needed to be ready for the first spring cut on the Green. The Chairman agreed to try to make the necessary repairs.
