2) MINUTES:
Minutes of the previous meeting had been circulated to each Councillor. They were approved by the       Councillors    and signed by the Chairman.
3) MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MEETING:
2.  A letter had been received from Mr Lillystone in which he indicated that he did not wish to continue as Parish Council Representative on the Village Hall Committee or Community Footpath Initiative. Councillor Starkey and Councillor Smith agreed to take on these respective responsibilities.

4. Mr Kilding had agreed to repair some of the fallen and insecure headstones in the cemetery. Mrs O’Neil still needed to contact Mr Pickard regarding the reinstating of the three large ones.

Mr Walker also identified the need for new mower blades. This would cost £102.64 + VAT. Approval was given for Mr Walker to go ahead with this and also to consider the feasibility of having the present blades reground so that there would be a spare set. Mr Walker informed the Council that he would no longer be able to carry out the playground safety checks. Mr Starkey agreed to do this in future. The Chairman expressed the Council’s gratitude to Mr Walker for all the time and effort he had put in to this, as well as for the labour free repairs he had carried out and overseen around the Village.

6)  PLANNING:
        Councillors had no objections to the following:

            c) Outline application for the construction of a dwelling on land adjacent to Finchley House, Crakehall

            d) Amendments to application for an extension at Alverton, Little Crakehall

7)  VILLAGE PLAN – UPDATE: 

Mrs O’Neil confirmed that Mrs Karen Cleary had arranged a meeting with a Playground Designer who was in the process of submitting a possible scenario for the Batts. The cost of goalposts for use on the Village Green would be considered and it was proposed that opinions concerning this would be sought via the August Newsletter.
8)  NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH: 

Disappointment and annoyance were expressed as, once again, the Police had failed to attend an arranged meeting on the Scheme. A letter was to be sent to the Chief Constable concerning this and a copy sent to Sergeant Bush. Mr Flowers outlined the job of a co-ordinator and this would be included in the next Newsletter in the hope that volunteers might come forward.
9)   PARISH SAFETY STATEMENT:
Councillors had received the draft copy from Mr Irwin, who would also consider the version produced by Mr Walker, when making the final copy. Mrs O’Neil would consult with a local insurance broker regarding third party cover for volunteers using their own equipment.
10)  CONDITION OF CEMETERY LANE: 
        Councillors Smith had been approached by a resident who was unhappy at the condition of the lane. Councillors agreed to look into the ownership of the road to ascertain responsibility. Mrs O’Neil also passed on comments from Mr Kilding on the dog fouling which was taking place in the lane, particularly around the Cemetery entrance. This made strimming and mowing very unpleasant. The Council agreed to put up notices reminding the public of their responsibility to clean up after their dogs. Notice of this would also be placed in the next Newsletter.
11)  ANY OTHER BUSINESS: 

Mrs O’Neil reported that the Leek Club had requested permission to erect a marquee on the Green for their Annual Show on 27th September. This was approved.
 
Information had been received concerning the new Wheelie Bin Scheme to be introduced by the District Council from the beginning of September. Mrs O’Neil reported that the District Council were hoping for the Council’s approval to place four recycling bins along Blind Lane. The Councillors felt that, whilst they were fully in support of recycling, there were adequate facilities in the neighbouring towns. The site in Crakehall on the way to the Pinfold, which was of interest to visitors, was not appropriate. It was proposed by the Chairman and seconded by Councillor Buck that the request be refused. This was carried unanimously.
 
A request from Mrs Byers to place a seat at the far end of the cemetery was granted, provided the Councillors were shown the intended design.
