PRE MEETING ITEMS 
Mrs G Walker requested that the ‘No Parking’ signs in front of Village Farm be reinstated as it was extremely difficult for large vehicles to access the property in view of parked cars. It was agreed that three notices would be replaced. Councillor O’Neil would arrange the printing and laminating. Mrs Walker also mentioned that one of the posts in front of her property had been knocked. She asked why many of the posts had been placed on the Green and was informed that they had merely been replaced in their original positions to enhance the appearance of the Green.

Councillors requested that Mrs Walker ask her husband about the cutting of the hedge in Blind Lane as this had become overgrown and was making horse riding difficult on a bridleway. She said they were aware of the problem but had found difficulty in tackling it. Councillors offered some suggestions.

1) APOLOGIES: Apologies were accepted from Mr N Buck and Mr S Irwin.
2) MINUTES:
Minutes of the May meeting had been circulated to each Councillor. They were approved by the Councillors (with the amendment of January to March in Item 2) and were signed by the Chairman.
3) MATTERS ARISING FROM THE  PREVIOUS MEETING:
1.
The Clerk reported that the footpath notice-board for the Batts had been ordered.
2.  The tractor had been hired on two occasions by Mr Reed. Councillor Smith had expressed his pleasure that this had occurred, but on speaking to the Clerk on another matter had been surprised to discover that the Clerk had not been informed of the hiring. It was agreed that the hiring rules must be adhered to and that the Clerk be contacted BEFORE any work was carried out. The matter of the old mowers was raised again and the Chairman agreed that he would do his best to repair them in time for next year’s cutting season or to allow time, if he did not manage it, for them to be repaired elsewhere.
3.  The Clerk mentioned that the Guides had painted the posts on the Green and it was agreed that they be thanked for this..

4.  Mrs O’Neil reported on the meeting between herself, Mr Smith and Mrs Jayne Charlton from the Highways Department during which they walked around the villages observing the issues, which the Department needed to address. Whilst the meeting had appeared positive and the impression was that some things would be dealt with, there has been no detailed feedback from Mrs Charlton.

     Councillor Starkey raised the matter of the suggested flashing lights to be placed on the playground signs near the Green, to operate at school opening and closing times. As there was no certainty if or when these would be produced, it was agreed that the item be left on the Department’s list to be reconsidered at a later date, if Councillors wished to raise it again.
4)  CORRESPONDENCE;

Letters or e-mails had been received on the following:
i. From Hambleton District Council with the invitation to vote for either of the nominees for the Standards’ Committee. It was agreed that no vote be submitted, as the Council could not distinguish between either nominee.
ii. Mrs S Jobling for the use of the Village Green to park cars if necessary on the occasion of her daughter’s wedding on 29th July. This was granted.
iii. The Fire Service – a questionnaire to complete on its Risk Management Plan. Councillor Starkey completed this on the Council’s behalf.

iv. A letter from Mrs Martin of the Police House concerning a fallen tree branch and other possible dead branches in the trees on the Green.  Councillors agreed that an Arborist be contacted in September so that the trees be viewed when the leaves had fallen and work undertaken then.

5)  FINANCE

   a) Recent transactions:See Appendix
   b) The Accounts for the last Financial Year had been audited by Mrs Cape and were accepted by the  Council prior to being sent to the External Auditors. The list of assets was distributed for the Council’s viewing, but these did not include the old strimmer. This was in need of repair and was of little value. Councillor Smith would take it to assess the work required.

   c) The Clerk distributed copies of the budget/ expenditure anticipated for the rest of this year. This was  partly for the benefit of the District Council’s Conservation Officer who had refused the grant application for repairs to the War Memorial on the grounds that sufficient funds were in reserve. The Clerk wished to prove this incorrect. A figure for the grass cutting work undertaken by Stuart Shield would be raised at the next meeting.

   d)  The invoice for the Cricket Club’s use of the tractor had not been paid and would be resubmitted.

   e) Possible expenditure might be incurred with the replacement of the missing Kirkbridge sign, if the  original did not reappear, and also for works to clear the beck at Kirkbridge. The latter had been viewed by a representative of the Environment Agency, who claimed no responsibility for dealing with the mess and resultant flooding hazard. The Clerk had been in contact with the riparian owners, who were looking into the matter, as well as the Highways Department, whose responsibility it is to ensure the bridge is clear and the road side hedging is cut back for visibility. 
   f) The matter of the see-saw repairs was raised again. This led to Item 8 on the Agenda – the Playground to be carried out in September. Mrs O’Neil had a brochure from Wicksteed setting out details of the regular checks, which the Council should be carrying out throughout the year and prior to the annual inspection. It was agreed that Councillor Irwin be asked if he would be responsible with Councillor Starkey’s assistance for planning and carrying out a programme of work relating to this. The Clerk would pass the brochure on to them.

           b)  Councillor Smith would ask Stuart Shield to cut the grass in the playground at the Village Hall and to strim both sides of the fence
