 LISTNUM   MINUTES:

Minutes of the previous meeting had been circulated to each Councillor. They were approved by the Councillors and signed by the Chairman.

 LISTNUM   MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MEETING:

The Clerk reported on the following item:

12. After consultation with Mr Hardman of the War Graves Commission there appeared to be no reason why Sergeant Hudson's name should not be added to the War Memorial. Councillor Walker would be asked again about the repairs to the Memorial, which may be needed before the name can be added.

4)  CORRESPONDENCE

Letters had been received on the following subjects:

i. Notification of the proposed erection of a teaching extension at Crakehall School. This had already been discussed by the Chairman, Vice-Chairman and Councillor Lillystone and a reply had been sent to North Yorkshire County Council's Planning Unit to meet the required deadline. There had been no objections to the plan, other than a query as to the building of an extension when an application for a new school had recently been made to the Government.

ii. A request from Kevin Holt from the Hambleton and Richmond Rural Transport Partnership to support a request for Low Floor Buses. It was agreed this be done.

iii. Notification of the joint launch of the Community Safety Strategy and Youth Action combating Anti-social Behaviour Initiative. This had already taken place but the information provided would be kept for future reference.

iv. A consultation paper relating to the investigation and determination of misconduct allegations by councillors. This was circulated.

v. Notification of the introduction of the Parish Council Block Insurance Scheme with Zurich Insurance. This had arrived very soon after the annual premium had been paid to Cornhill. The Clerk would investigate to see if all items currently insured would be covered, and if this was the case would contact Cornhill to see if the Council could change Insurers, since the annual saving would be around £300.

vi. A nomination form for the Community Police Officer of the Year. This was not to be completed, since  Councillors did not feel that the Parish had a C.P.O.

vii. Notification that approval had been given for the construction of two agricultural buildings for storage at Mudfields Farm

viii. From Mr Reed on the addition of the name of Sergeant Hudson to the War Memorial.

ix. Confirmation from the Standards Board for England that the Parish Council had adopted the Model Code of Conduct.

7) A request form Crakehall School to hold its Summer Fete on the Village Green on Saturday 29th June. This was granted with a reminder that such requests should be made at least two months in advance.

x. An entry form for Village Ventures whereby village projects may be nominated for an award. 

xi. An anonymous e-mail regarding traffic speed through the Village. The Clerk had been in discussion with the Police concerning this issue.

xii. The opportunity to have a mobile ICT Unit in the Village offering free facilities for residents, including printing and Internet connection. It was agreed that this be requested.

xiii. Review of the proposals for the 11 new electoral boundaries within Hambleton District. It was decided to defer this to the end of the meeting when all relevant maps could be studied.

5) FINANCE:

b) The Cemetery charges were reviewed and it was agreed to increase the Caretaker's wages in line with inflation and also to increase the amount requested for individual grave maintenance to £30 per annum + VAT. It was proposed by Councillor Dent and seconded by Councillor Lillystone that burial charges should remain the same. This was agreed.

c) A review of the budget took place.

6) PLANNING:

Plans had been received for approval for a pitched roof to be placed on the existing flat roof of the Methodist Chapel and replacement windows (identical to the present ones) be fitted using UPVC and Pilkington Glass.

Councillors raised no objections to the plans.

8) VILLAGE PLAN:

The Chairman reported on the Meeting of the Steering Group held the previous week. It had been agreed, following the receipt of the questionnaire analysis, that a public meeting would be held in the Village Hall on Thursday 18th July at 7.30. Parishioners who had expressed a wish to be involved in future developments would receive a copy of the analysis and a written invitation to the meeting. Other Parishioners would be welcome. It was hoped that small groups could be set up to investigate the main points identified in the questionnaire replies.

9) QUEEN'S JUBILEE CELEBRATIONS:

Councillor Dent reported from the Jubilee Committee on the events of the Jubilee weekend. It was generally felt that, despite one or two disappointments,  the celebrations had been excellent and had succeeded in bringing together all sections of the Parish as well as delighted holidaymakers. The finances were not yet finalised. Councillor Wilson (Chairman) asked that the Parish Council's thanks be passed to the committee for all their efforts.
10) COUNTY COMMITTEE FOR HAMBLETON:

Councillor Dent expressed his interest in being nominated for this Committee and would make a decision in the near future. 

11) FOOTPATH DIVERSION ORDER WEST PASTURE FARM:

Any objections to the Order relating to the diversion of the footpath were to be made before 8th July. Councillors raised no objections.

12) ANY OTHER BUSINESS:

Councillors Lillystone reported on the footpath situation. The sign for the footpath at Hunters Hill Farm was recognised as being in the wrong place and will be moved to the corner of the field. Two stiles recently erected will be lowered as they are considered too high. The route of the footpath by Mr Staniland's is still under discussion. Councillor Lillystone thanked Mr Brian Everett for his assistance in walking the footpaths and checking the stiles.

Mr Cole is continuing the work on the Batts.

13) REVIEW OF ELECTORAL BOUNDARIES:

The Council did not feel that the possible options would affect the Parish and therefore no representation would be made.
