2) CO-OPTION OF NEW COUNCIL MEMBER:

Before this was discussed, the Chairman welcomed the new Councillors, Mrs O’Neil and Mr Smith, and congratulated Mr Smith on his appointment as Chairman of Hambleton District Council

It was stressed before the co-option that it was a pity that the electorate had not been given the opportunity to make the ultimate decision about who the Councillors should be. 

Mr Trevor Starkey was co-opted after two rounds of voting. The Chairman welcomed him to the Council and thanked Mr Lillystone and Mr Walker for all the good work they had done for the Community. 

 Before adding Councillor Starkey’s name to the list of Bank signatories, it was agreed that for convenience the    Council would cease to bank with Lloyds T.S.B. in Northallerton and change to Nat West in Bedale. New forms were to be completed.

It was agreed that Mr Lillystone would be asked if he would be willing to continue as the Parish Council’s representative on the Village Hall Committee and the Community Footpath Initiative.

Councillors were asked to think about the possibility of reducing the number of Council meetings and having sub-committees to deal with some matters.

The Vice-Chairman proposed and Councillor Smith seconded the proposal that the Council should apply for Quality Council Status.
