PRE MEETING ITEMS 
Mr Gill reported that the Youth Shelter on the Batts was being misused in that lager was being consumed and the empty cans thrown over the fence creating a litter problem. It was suggested that Mr Gill report the problem to the police, as they had requested, while it was happening. Councillors decided that a litter bin be placed near the shelter, and that Councillor Starkey would speak to the older members of the Youth Club to see if further information could be found. 1) APOLOGIES: All Councillors were present.
2) MINUTES:

3) MATTERS ARISING FROM THE  PREVIOUS MEETING:
1.
The Chairman apologised for not circulating the circulation folder in time for all Councillors to have seen it before the meeting. Councillor Buck suggested that the circulation be stopped and replaced with a list circulated by Email so that Councillors could decide if an item was of interest to them and request a copy from the  Clerk. This would be aided by the fact that Hambleton District Council was soon to start sending all correspondence by Email as a pilot initiative with our Council.  

2.  The Clerk reported that guidance regarding the access across the Village Green at Langthorne has been received from Y.L.C.A.. The Parish Council was advised that no such assess should be allowed at the present time. The Clerk was asked to write to Eccles Heddon, the agents for the developers of Poplar Farm, to explain this.

3.  The Clerk reported that he had not yet received a response from the Highways Department despite County Councillor Weighell  promising to speak to the officer in question. The Clerk was asked to write to Councillor Weighell, asking for assistance in the matter, and also to write to the Highways Department to point out the fact that numerous signs had been placed around the Village Green without the Council being consulted, and that the flooding problem on the road from Crakehall to Langthorne was becoming a major hazard.

4)  CORRESPONDENCE;

Letters or e-mails had been received as follows:
a. Hambleton District Council is to extend its office hours for a trial period of six months.
b. There is it be a RoSPA safety conference on June 15th 2006, and Councillors were invited to attend at a cost of £149 per head.

Two possible culprits were mentioned and it was decided that the Dog Warden be alerted and a further article placed in the next newsletter. The School Governors were to be updated on the matter at their next meeting and the possibility of having the children and parents reporting on transgressors was discussed.
