 LISTNUM   MINUTES:

Minutes of the previous meeting had been circulated to each Councillor. The Clerk requested that the date on which the Modal Code of Member Conduct was adopted be added to the minutes. The minutes were approved by the Councillors and signed by the Chairman.

 LISTNUM   MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MEETING:

The Clerk reported on the following items:

3i.   The litter-bin had been moved closer to the bus stop and litter-bins in the Village emptied thanks to Mr David Smith who had contacted Hambleton District Council. Unfortunately since then the bins have not been emptied again, so Councillor Smith agreed to contact the District Council once more.

3ii.  A suggestion from the Yorkshire Local Councils' Associations had proposed that councils should work in threes to assist each other for the purpose of internal auditing. Whilst it had been suggested that Hambleton District Council might be establishing a similar scheme, the Council (following the advice of Councillor John Weighell) decided that it would ask a parishioner to undertake this task. The Clerk would be making contact in the near future.

3iii. Councillor Buck had virtually completed the proposed Rules and Regulations for the Cemetery. The draft would be included in the Circulation Folder. Councillors discussed the concept of a 'green burial' and agreed in principle that it would be possible to include these in the cemetery but would require to come to an agreement on specific requests. The Clerk would send a copy of the draft to the local funeral directors for comments.

4)  CORRESPONDENCE

Letters had been received on the following subjects:

i. Notification of training organised by the District Council in relation to the new Code of Conduct for Members. Councillor Dent agreed to attend the training in Bedale.

ii. A request from the residents of the part of the Green to hold a Street Party to compliment to Village Jubilee Celebrations, to be held on Tuesday 4th June. The request was granted.

iii. A request from the Samaritans for a donation to support their work in Northallerton. This was not granted.

5)  FINANCE:

PLANNING:

Plans had  been received for approval for: 

         a)   
Variations of conditions to permit the formation of a new vehicular access in connection with           alterations   to agricultural buildings at Town End Farm, Langthorne

b) Change of use of part of existing dwelling to a gym/treatment room and associated facilities for use in connection with a massage therapist/pilates instructor's business to include parking facilities - Brookside, Leyburn Road, Crakehall

The Council raised no objections to these proposals.

7) PARISH COUNCILS' LOCAL CODE OF MEMBER CONDUCT:

Councillors had completed the Declaration of Interests Forms, which would be forwarded to the District Council. (Councillor Buck's would be forwarded separately.)

The forms for the Declaration of Acceptance of Office were also completed.

8) QUEEN'S JUBILEE CELEBRATIONS:

The Clerk reported that a grant had been received from Awards for All for £1900. This was to provide the Marquee and Fireworks for the Jubilee weekend and would ease the financial restrictions, which might have ensued had the events depended solely upon donations and fund raising activities. Total donations received had amounted to £1067.

Requests had been received for 94 children's mugs as well as some orders from individual parishioners.

Councillor Dent reported that everything was in hand and events would be publicised locally.  A disco was to be held on Saturday 11th May to raise funds.

9) VACANT FLAT BLACKSMITH BANK:

One application had been received and would be forwarded to the Tees Valley Housing Association.

10) HAMBLETON DISTRICT WIDE LOCAL PLAN - SECOND DEPOSIT DRAFT:

This was included in the circulation folder and Councillors were asked to make any comments individually to Hambleton District Council as the deadline was before the next Council Meeting.

11) CRICKET CLUB BARBECUE - 5TH JULY:

Permission was given subject to the usual conditions that the residents be informed and that everything be left as it should be.

12)      ANY OTHER BUSINESS:

Councillor Dent asked about developments regarding the addition of the name on the War Memorial. The Clerk said this was in hand.

There had been 98 replies received to the Village Plan Questionnaire. These had been forwarded to Mr P Crompton for analysis and hopefully a report would be available for the meeting to be held on 6th June in the Village Hall at 7.30.

The Clerk reported that work had been started to provide fencing along the beck-side at Kirkbridge and that the Langthorne signs were being erected. Mrs Lancaster (a resident of Langthorne) was concerned that the new siting would cause her problems of access and the Clerk agreed to inform the N.Y.C.C. Highways Department of this.

Councillor Lillystone mentioned that Mrs Shepherd (N.Y.C.C.) would be leading the Parish Walk on the Monday of the Jubilee weekend and that she was looking into which would be the most accessible route.

Councillor Wilson passed on a concern that Ashdowne Court is not mentioned on the road sign at the entrance to Ashdowne, thereby making its whereabouts unclear for strangers. Councillor Lillystone commented that the situation in Ashdowne/ Coronation Road remained unclear particularly for doctors and emergency vehicles. The Clerk would report these concerns to the relevant agencies.

Mr M Walker reported an attempted break-in at Brookside over the previous weekend at 4am. The Police had been called.

The Councillors present at the meeting with e-mail addresses (excluding Councillor Irwin) agreed to allow these to feature on the web-site.  Council minutes and agendas will also be included.
