 LISTNUM   APOLOGIES:  Mr S Irwin (holiday)
 LISTNUM   MINUTES:
Minutes of the previous meeting had been circulated to each Councillor. They were approved by the Councillors and signed by the Chairman.

 LISTNUM   MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MEETING:
There were no matters arising. 
4)    CORRESPONDENCE:
Letters had been received from the following:

i. From Mr Pickard, stonemason, regarding the erection of a headstone for M J Crosby. The Clerk pointed out that this had already been approved by Councillors and that she had had discussions with the stone mason regarding the reinstating of dangerous headstones in the cemetery. It was agreed to ask Mr Pickard to reinstate the three largest at a cost of approximately £25 each. The bill would be paid by the Council, since no relatives of the deceased had come forward. It was also agreed that Councillors Buck and O’Neil would begin to lay the remaining headstones down, when they undertook the next safety check.
ii. From North Yorkshire Police Authority requesting nominations for Community Police Officer of the Year. Since the Parish rarely sees a policeman, this was immediately discarded.
iii. From North Yorkshire County Council Highways Department concerning 

a) the Kirkbridge signs, which had been ordered and the fact that the Department would be looking into how direction signs may be erected at the appropriate junctions. 

b) the ongoing situation of Blind Lane, which would be looked into in consultation with the District Council. Councillor Smith mentioned that if plans went ahead for the new play area, then surfacing could possibly be improved in conjunction with this. It was also pointed out that much of the problem was caused by water draining onto the road and the Clerk was asked to write to the Highways Department to see if the repairs could be tackled from this angle.
c) A suggestion that a reminder be sent to the Environment Agency to the effect that the work at Kirkbridge still needs completion.

iv. From N.Y.C.C. Legal Department concerning the closure of a section of the Crakehall to Kirkbridge Road for drainage work which is envisaged to start on 9th June for 2 weeks

v. From Hambleton District Council - notification that the house under construction on Hackforth Road would be called ‘Volery’.
vi. From Hambleton District Council – notification that approval had been given to the plans for the holiday unit and tea room at the Water Mill.

5) FINANCE:

The Clerk mentioned the possible purchase of inserts for the Practitioner’s Guide at a cost of £11.99. This was agreed. The Council also agreed that Mr J Walker should go ahead with the purchase of a new dynamo for the tractor, which would be around £60. The Council did not approve the purchase of a recommended book by Paul Clayden on Village Greens. Councillor Smith suggested that this may be obtained on loan from elsewhere.

7)  VILLAGE PLAN – UPDATE: 

Councillor O’Neil issued the Councillors with the draft issue of the next newsletter, in which various issues were dealt with regarding the Parish Plan.
· A final opportunity was being given to anyone wishing to help with the playground

· A list facilities for the elderly was included with the opportunity to make further suggestions

· The Neighbourhood Watch Scheme was being revamped with a Police representative invited to attend the next Council meeting

· Tick sheets had been issued on the school buses to teenagers to discover the level of popularity of the various options, which had been voiced at the two earlier meetings.

8) HAMBLTEON TRANSPORT STRATEGY:

Councillors were being given an opportunity to read the document, which would be included in the circulation folder and were asked to make any comments directly to Hambleton District Council by 6th June.

             Councillors did not have any nominations to make.
10)  VILLAGE GREEN EASEMENT FEE:   
Councillor Smith proposed that the Council accept the agreed easement fee from Mr Everett. Councillor Buck seconded the proposal, which was carried unanimously.

             A questionnaire was completed.
12) ANY OTHER BUSINESS:

Councillor Smith mentioned that a means of helping the Crakehall Quoits Club with exorbitant insurance costs would be to bring them under the umbrella of the Parish Council. The Clerk had checked with the Insurers, who had recommended that a Quoits Club sub-committee be set up. Councillor Buck agreed to take on this responsibility. 

The position of Parish Clerk came under review and the Clerk was given the opportunity to decide for how much longer she was prepared to remain in the post.

Councillor Buck asked about the surface dressing due on the Crakehall to Langthorne Road and the Clerk informed him that she had been led to believe that this would happen in June.


Mr Smith pointed out that the railings on the bank from St Edmunds were in need of repainting. Mr Lillystone mentioned that they were also in need of some repairs and the Clerk was asked to contact the Highways Department about this. Volunteers to do the painting would be sought via the Newsletter.

Councillor had no objections to plans for a 10 caravan touring site at New Village Farm.
