YOUTH PROJECT PRESENTATION BY MR IAN MARR OF COMMUNITY EDUCATION SERVICES
Mr Marr spoke about how the Youth Bus had made an impact in the Village and that at its last visit there had been 20 young people attending and enjoying the experience. The next stage is to establish a youth club at the Village Hall with volunteer leaders backed up by youth workers and with the support of the Council. This has been achieved at Newton le Willows with financial help from the District Council. To make this happen it is essential that the young people have a voice in the decision making and are able to see their wishes become a reality in a reasonably short time scale.

There may be funding available to assist with the running of the club and purchase of some games etc. However the next stage is to seek volunteers, and to this end an article will appear in the next newsletter explaining the situation. If volunteers come forward,  Mr Marr will organise a joint meeting 

PRE MEETING ITEMS RAISED BY THE PUBLIC:
1)   APOLOGIES:        All Councillors were present.
2) MINUTES:
Minutes of the previous meeting had been circulated to each Councillor. They were approved by the Councillors and signed by the Chairman.

The safety of gravestones in the cemetery was raised and the Clerk reported that Councillors Buck and O’Neil had inspected the site with him in attendance. Only 4 headstones were found which needed attention and these would be mentioned in the next newsletter.
4.
The Clerk was asked if any response had been received on the planning application for trimming the trees on the Village Green. Mr Smith commented that it would take 2 months to get the necessary permission. There should be a response by the next meeting.
4)  CORRESPONDENCE;
Correspondence had been received on the following:
1.  from Hambleton District Council regarding the District plan to 2021. Parishes were asked to suggest developments in their areas. The detailed papers were in the circulation folder for Councillors to study in detail. Councillor Smith agreed to write a short article for the newsletter to inform all parishioners. 
2.  from Nicola Senior of Yorkshire Water regarding the work carried out recently in the village. Whilst she stated that the reinstatement had been carried out, Councillors were of the opinion that  the quality of the work was not satisfactory. The Clerk was instructed to write and express this view..
3.
 from Mrs Hepworth on behalf of St Gregory’s Church requesting permission for parking on the Village Green    during the garden party at the Hall on  June 5th and the gardens open day on June 20th. Permission was given.

5)  FINANCE:

It was reported that the application for a grant to purchase a new tractor had been unsuccessful and it was decided that the old tractor would be kept for an other year to allow the Council to accumulate more funds and next year buy a new unit.

The Clerk pointed out that in his opinion the presentation of financial data in the agenda was not correct in view of the confidentiality of some data. Councillors decided that they wished to retain the current situation. 

d)  The Clerk reported that the accounts for 2003/4 had been completed and had been given a satisfactory internal audit report. After a brief discussion the accounts were accepted by the Council and it was agreed that the Chairman sign them.

6)  PLANNING. 


The Clerk reported that he had received a letter regarding the application for a building on the land next to 15 Ashdowne, as discussed at the last meeting. Planning permission had been refused by the Hambleton D.C. Planning department.
7)  PLAYGROUND REPORT.

Mrs O’Neil reported that the Countryside Agency had not granted the expected money and so a phased approach needed to be adopted. With the grants already promised and the money in hand only some £1300 was needed to allow the project to be started on the Batts. Even if this sum were to be short it would be better to be seen to have achieved at least part of the objectives. In the meantime other sources of finance were to be investigated.
