PRE MEETING ITEMS 
The pre-meeting items had all been covered as part of the Parish meeting.
1) APOLOGIES:  Apologies were received and accepted from Councillor Wilson (Illness). 
2) MINUTES:
Minutes of the March meeting had been circulated to each Councillor. They were approved by the Councillors and signed by the Chairman.
3) MATTERS ARISING FROM THE  PREVIOUS MEETING:
1.
The Clerk reported that the tree surgeon had carried out the necessary work to make the trees on the Village Green safe. The arborist had discovered that the two trees by the Police House were in a very unsafe state and needed to be felled. The Clerk was asked to make the necessary applications to the Planning Department and a decision on the felling would be taken at the next meeting.

The Clerk reported that he had spoken to the stonemason regarding the repairs to the War Memorial. and work would be carried out within the next two weeks.

The Chairman reported that the grass cutter was ready for use.

The Clerk reported that the surfacing of Blind lane was unlikely to be carried out by Highways as they only carry out work on Green Lanes when they are in a very poor state. There is still the question of legality and this awaits a response from the Y.L.C.A.

The question of hedge cutting along Blind Lane was discussed and as there had been no progress, the Clerk was asked to contact Hills, who are the agents for the Clifton Estates.

5)  FINANCE





a) Recent transactions: See Appendix A. 
b) The Clerk presented a report showing the expenditure for the prior year and the budget for the current year. See Appendix B.
c) The Clerk reported that the final accounts for 2006/07 had been examined by Internal Audit and found to be correct. Copies of the reported accounts were distributed to Councillors. It was agreed that the accounts be accepted as a true record and passed to the External Auditors for final approval. It was also agreed that the Chairman would sign all the necessary sections of the accounts reporting form.

d) The Clerk reported that the latest requirements from the Audit Commission was that a review be carried out into the accounting and Internal Audit by a suitably experienced representative of the Council. The Chairman agreed to take on this role.

PLANNING  

There were no plans for examination.
7)  CODE OF CONDUCT AND DECARATIONS OF INTEREST.
The Clerk reported stated that a new version of the Code of Conduct was available. Mr Dent was given a paper copy and the other Councillors told they would receive an electronic copy. He distributed the necessary forms for declarations of interest and would send these to Hambleton District Council in due course.
8)  PARISH COUNCIL APPOINTMENTS
The Clerk reported that his replacement, who had been introduced at the last meeting, had decided to withdraw from the post. Councillors decided that a new advertisement be placed as soon as possible, and discussed various options to maintain the Council’s functions. The current Clerk was asked if he would stay in office for a further four months, and he agreed.
9)  ANY OTHER BUSINESS 
a) The incorrect footpath walk was again discussed and Mrs O’Neil volunteered to make the necessary changes.
b)  Mrs O’Neil mentioned the see-saw which still needed some attention. Mr Gill agreed to look into the matter.

c)  Mr Gill asked about the grass cutting in front of the bungalows at the edge of the Village on the Bedale Road. It was concluded that the responsibility lay with Broadacres Housing Association. The Clerk was asked to contact them.

d) Mrs Kelly asked if the grass in front of the Pinfold could be cut. This was agreed
e) Mr Smith pointed out that the walks leaflet cost 7p each to produce, and it was suggested that the 5 leaflets be sold as a package for 50p.

f) Mr Smith stated that he had been keeping a record of the number of hours worked by Stuart Shield, and it was agreed that a two monthly payment pattern be made. 

g) Mr Smith reported that he had been approached by Mrs Letchford, who asked if she could donate a seat to be placed on the Green in memory of her husband, Gary. It was considered that a concrete base was needed to keep the seat in the desired position and after a discussion on the legality, it was suggested that the Clerk check the legal status and, if satisfactory, arrange for the work to be carried out.
