PRE MEETING ITEMS 
Mrs A Kelly, who has been tending the Pinfold, requested the purchase of compost, fertiliser and a compost bin. Councillor Buck suggested farmyard manure and the Chairman agreed to supply this. As the other items were not needed immediately, Councillors would discuss the request when they considered the budget at the next meeting. The Chairman thanked Mrs Kelly for her work in maintaining the Pinfold.
1) APOLOGIES: Apologies had been received from Mr D Smith (holiday). His apologies were accepted.
2) MINUTES:
Minutes of the March meeting had been circulated to each Councillor. They were approved by the Councillors and signed by the Chairman. 
3) MATTERS ARISING FROM THE  PREVIOUS MEETING:
1.
Councillor Irwin asked about the whereabouts of the old mowing equipment, which the Chairman is now storing.
2.
It was pointed out that the notice-board in Little Crakehall was still in need of repair. The Clerk would remind Councillor Starkey of this.

Councillor O’Neil reported that the repair to the log in the Batts play area had not been carried out but the contractor had been reminded again. Concerns had also been raised regarding those using the teenage shelter as a toilet. The place would be disinfected and a notice put up to request more caring use of the area. Mrs Kelly suggested that a waste bin be placed near the shelter. Councillors would consider this too when discussing the budget.

It was also mentioned that the grass in the Village Hall play area was in need of cutting. The Chairman would ask Stuart Shield if he would be willing to do this.

4)  CORRESPONDENCE;

Letters or e-mails had been received as follows:
a.
Mrs Brewster regarding the condition of the W.I seat on the Village Green. Councillors were aware of the damage and the Chairman was to repair it when time allowed. 
b.
Mr Brewster on the Local Channel web-site, which he had set up specifically for the Parish Council two years ago. Councillors did not feel that they had the time to maintain this at the moment, but a request would be made in the next Newsletter to see if any parishioner felt they would like to take it on.
c.
The Sustainable Environment Bill. This was included in the circulation folder and Councillors were asked to note it in particular and specify if they thought action should be taken. 
5)  FINANCE

a) The Clerk reported on that the only transaction which had taken place since the last meeting was the receipt of the VAT refund. Because of the timing of the HSBC statements, it was not possible to give the current figures. To this end the Clerk requested that the Council consider the setting up of Internet access for the bank accounts. It was agreed that this be done but for reference only and not for payments.
   b) The Clerk reported that the External Auditors had accepted the year end accounts without comments.

   c) Because of the change of meetings to six a year, it will be necessary to determine the budget for 2006/7 at the next meeting. The Clerk requested that Councillors email him with any proposed expenditure they would like to have included. He clerk would e-mail details of current and anticipated expenditure for this year and next, in time for Councillors to prepare their thoughts for the November meeting.
6)  PLANNING:


Councillors considered the views of Councillor Buck expressed on behalf of the residents of Langthorne and raised no objections to the plans for replacement buildings at Poplar Farm, Langthorne.
7)  RECTOR AND FOUR AND TWENTY OF BEDALE
The Council agreed that Mr Everett should continue to serve as a trustee, provided he was still willing.
8)  VANDALISM IN THE GRAVEYARD

An e-mail had been received from PC Taylforth to ask if this was still happening. Mr Kilding had been asked about the situation but had not replied.

9)  ANY OTHER BUSINESS

         The Chairman recorded his thanks to Mr McGee who had repaired the seat by the bus-shelter in Little Crakehall. He mentioned the fact that the Leek Club had requested permission over the summer for erecting the marquee for the show He had granted this on behalf of the Council. The Rev. D Christie had requested permission for parking on the Green on Sunday 18th for the visit of the Bishop. It was agreed that permission for church events be ongoing, provided efforts are made to park on the road first.
