PRE MEETING ITEMS 
1. Mr Lillistone commented that several footpaths around the Village were impassable, the main problem being the path from Tangletrees to the A694. Mr Irwin made the point that the footpaths were the responsibility of the County Council who could be notified directly of any problems.
2. Mr Langford presented a list of  items needing attention:

a. The stone wall style in the Mill field needs vertical handrails.

b. The notice on the climbing wall has been removed.
c. Car owners in Little Crakehall are parking on the pavements

d. A query as to whether a riparian field owner is responsible for pruning the bushes above the weir.

e. The fallen tree on the Batts

He was told that these items would be examined and considered as soon as possible.
1) APOLOGIES:  There were no apologies as a full council was present.
2) MINUTES:
Minutes of the July meeting had been circulated to each Councillor. They were approved by the Councillors and signed by the Chairman.
3) MATTERS ARISING FROM THE  PREVIOUS MEETING:
1.
The Clerk reported that he had had no response from the Cricket Club regarding the tractor. After much discussion it was decided that the Clerk should contact Mr Jarvis with a view to reconciling the views of both parties.
2.
The Clerk reported that the grant application for the repair of the War memorial had been unsuccessful and that the full cost of approximately £300 would have to be met by the Council. It was agreed that the work be carried out and that a request be made to the Church for a donation towards the cost.

3.
Following on from the Risk Assessment reported at the last meeting Mr Irwin suggested that the assessment is further expanded to give better coverage of the playgrounds and the checking and maintenance thereof.

4.
The Clerk stated that the new notice board had been delivered and that the Council needed to give some consideration to its being brought into use. 
5.
The Clerk reported that he had arranged to meet a tree surgeon on the Village Green on Wednesday 27th Sept to assess the work needed for safety considerations. Councillors were invited to join him.
6.
Councillor Smith asked if a response had been received from Highways regarding the outstanding work in the Parish. On being told no, he suggested that a letter be sent to Mr Heywood in the strongest terms in order to establish a definite timetable of work.

4)  CORRESPONDENCE;

Letters or e-mails had been received on the following:
1. The Leek Club had requested permission to erect a marquee on the Village Green on 22nd Sept 2006. This was agreed.
2. Mr Alan Kershaw had written to comment on the closure of footpaths due to water company works. This received the comments that the footpaths are the responsibility of the County Council and outside the authority of the Council.
3. A traffic regulation notice had been received restricting access along the C128 between junctions 338R and 340R for the week starting 2nd Oct 2006.

4. A copy of the North Yorkshire Criminal Justice Board newsletter had been received.

5. Mrs Manning had written to complain about the dog fouling in the village, mainly the path from the Station to the Beck. The problem was to be referred to the dog warden and the Clerk was to speak to Mrs Manning to see if any further information was available. 

6. The Clerk reported that he had received notice that the next Council election costs were to be met by the Parish Council. These costs were to be deferred to April 2008/11 so that the precept could be suitably adjusted.

5)  FINANCE

 a) Recent transactions: See Appendix A
 b) The Clerk reported that the external auditors has reported that the 2005/06 accounts were satisfactory,    and had presented their invoice for £250. The Clerk also reported that the new audit fees for the future had been published and the fees in future should be £120.
c) The Clerk stated that as there had not been a significant change in the financial position since the last meeting, he had not tabled a budget report, but for completeness one would be appended to the minutes. See appendix B

d) Councillor Buck raised the question of a new notice board for Langthorne, perhaps in place of the tree donated by Yorkshire Water. This was left so as to gauge public opinion in the Village.

6)  PLANNING: 
There were no planning items for consideration.  A discussion took place regarding the handling of urgent applications dealt with by the Clerk between Council meetings. It was decided that since all applications were available on the internet, the Clerk would inform all Councillors and ask for comments in a specified timescale before responding on behalf of the Council. The Clerk would also look into having all applications placed on the Village website so that parishioners could also make their views known.
7)  PRUNING OF THE TREES ON THE VILLAGE GREEN
This matter had already been considered as part of ‘Matters arising’ and the Clerk was to seek an estimate for any safety work needed.
8)  ANY OTHER BUSINESS 
 a)  The Clerk reported that at a meeting of the Rector and Four and Twenty Trust the previous evening it had been suggested that Nominative Members should serve for the four years of the Council not as at present. Councillors agreed that this was reasonable and would seek to follow this suggestion in future.
b) The Chairman raised the question of ownership of Greengate Lane as far as the Cemetery. It was thought that the Lane was the property of Mr Pounder, but the Clerk was to investigate to establish the facts.
